Identify hawkmoths

The well-known Butterfly Effect is due to dynamical instability of chaotic equations: a small 
change to initial conditions may cause a large change in output.  The less-well-known Hawkmoth 
Effect is equivalently due to structural instability of equations: a small change to model structure 
may cause a large change in output. This has many consequences for uncertainty, statistics, and 
philosophy of modelling and simulation.
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
